HOW TO GET HERE
The Heroic Town of Naoussa is in the Prefecture

of Imathia, in the region of Central Macedonia,
in Northern Greece.

Naoussa is 70 minutes from Thessaloniki
and almost 6 hours from Athens. To come to
Naoussa from abroad fly to the International

Airport of Thessaloniki “Macedonia” (airport
code SKG).

From Thessaloniki there are regular
connections for Naoussa via train and bus.
By road from Thessaloniki you can get to
Naoussa on the Egnatia Motorway.

Otherwise, you can choose the International
Airport of Athens “Eleutherios Venizelos”
(airport code ATH) and afterwards you can either
take the train for Plati, where you change trains
for Naoussa from Thessaloniki, or take the bus
directly to Naoussa.
